SHORT INTRODUCTION TO THE BANDS:

LD 50 (Belgium)

LETHAL DOSE 50 is a trio native of Antwerp that has been working in the fields of ambient electronic music since it was formed in the 90’s…

Using some digital instruments (like synths and samplers) as well as some analogical ones (such as synths, rhythm’n box, effects)… LD50 develops an atmospheric music which is at the same time dark but warm, cosmic and experimental, melodic and deep, meditative but aware, often coming with some sampled voices and sound-collages, sometimes intermingled with some hypnotic rhythms.

The band is rooted as much in the 70’s (TANGERINE DREAM, NEU, AMON DUUL…) as in the 80’s, the 90’s and 2000 (SCHLOSS TEGAL, LUSTMORD…) ; and is certainly the sole musical project able to set a bridge between these different tendencies, these different sounds and periods.

LD 50 will open the festival on Saturday, April 21st 2007 and will play their electronic music entirely “live” with videos as a background.

HALO MANASH (Finland)

HALO MANASH is an entity born in Finland in the late 90's, manifesting itself through Elemental music. Sounds and visions born from raw experience, from being devoured and born anew, from the great heights and deepest depths, that take the form of music, images and artifacts. Utilizing primarily organic soundsources
(such as bones and horns), various traditional and self-made instruments, as well as the Elemental sounds themselves, combined in an electronic medium, Halo Manash music ranges from serene serpentine ambient to frenzied and possessive outpourings of rythmic chaos and thunder – an unleashing of primal ecstacy.


Rather than a group or band in any traditional sense, HALO  MANASH is an entity, a being in and of itself. And as all things pulsating with life and death and dreams, HALO MANASH is constantly shedding its skin and remains in a state of never-ending metamorphosis, toward ever clearer forms, deeper shades and the Void beyond All.
Thus, the personae involved in HALO  MANASH is not central – rather it is the face of HALO MANASH itself that is at the heart of all. The members of HALO MANASH are the Dream that It dreams, the mask that It wears. And for this performance, the face of HALO MANASH is Threefold.


Each HALO MANASH performance is a unique time-bound manifestation and work of creation/destruction in itself, rather than being merely a repetition of already created works. HALO MANASH seeks to trancend the boundaries of ordinary live-shows by creating an intense and multi-sensory experience, both for the audience and for HALO MANASH itself.

The HALO MANASH performance in Antwerpen on Saturday, April 21st 2007 will be the very first to take place outside of Finland.

OBJEKT/URIAN (Germany)

OBJEKT/URIAN is a German duo working with self made instruments and analogical electronics. Their music is a subtle mixture of dark atmospheric soundscapes and powerful rhythms (Power-electronics), most of the time enhanced with sound collages and distorded voices.

Original, melodic, sometimes sharp, their compositions are cold, but never depressive, their lyrics concise, dealing with such themes as social control and manipulation, disinformation and the notion of identity.

The reputation of their live performances is not to be proved anymore: unlike most electronic bands sitting behind  their machines, OBJEKT/URIAN succeeds in offering through this medium some dynamic, theatrical and moving shows, some true performances in the very first sense of the word: the setting of body in art.

MINAMATA (France)
Formed in the middle of the Eighties and split up at the end of the same decade, MINAMATA, formerly a trio, was one of the most innovating and radical “industrial” band of the French scene during that period. Later transfigured .by its creator TIBURCE into a single-headed entity under the name of LA NOMENKLATUR, MINAMATA will come to life again at the beginning of the 90’s : the time of a great album, one of the most essential ones this scene ever gave birth to : «Tomoko Uemura ». Great and essential: combining extreme electronics with metallic percussions and distorded voices, MINAMATA will succeed in reconciling the unreconcilable: noise, fury and tears with emotion and poetry. A condensation of sonorities and treated voices, of sensitivity and emotions pushed to their paroxysm. Extreme emergency personified in one musical project.

2002 : MINAMATA is back. Following an offer to reissue the best tape of the band « Niigataa 1964-1965 », the project decides to rise from the ashes and to compose again. 

There will be a gap of nearly 20 years between the last performance of the band and the one which will be given on Saturday, April 21st 2007. This new incarnation, lead by TIBURCE, from now on alone in front of his machines and images, having abandoned analogical instruments for digital ones, will introduce you to the new updated MINAMATA. The concept of mercury pollution from some chemical industries in MINAMATA, Japan in 1954 is now extended to some other forms of nuisances. The gig that will be given that evening will be the reflection of that. 

But may the form be different, the essence will remain the same : one of extreme emergency.

PROPERGOL (France)

Created in the middle of the 90’s, the French one-man project PROPERGOL has asserted itself -after some CDR’s and several CDs- as one of the best units appeared in the last years in the fields of underground electronic musics.

The name, PROPERGOL, is a reference to the explosive and fusing mixture used to make rockets taking off. Just like its name, PROPERGOL is a firebrand, a concentrate of inflammable solutions just waiting for a lighter to ignite them -which is, in fact, unnecessary since the energy of the band itself is sufficient.

The most ambient tracks are never the premises of a forthcoming peace or quietude… They are nothing but the prelude to an announced apocalypse, the taking off of a plane which will crash sooner or later.

On Saturday, April 21st 2007, PROPERGOL will be composed of two sound operators who will deliver their electronic manipulations with a video projection –especially made for the event- as a background.

Buckle up your belts and clutch at your seats… Ready for the crash ?

DERNIERE VOLONTE (France)

Third and last French formation of this festival, DERNIERE VOLONTE was created in 1995 under the initiative of its sole and unique member Geoffroy D, yet, its only in 1998 - when the double-tape box set “Obéir et Mourir” was released- that it became known by the public.

Since then, DERNIERE VOLONTE has produced four albums, including the reissue of « Obéir et Mourir » as a 2 CD box set, getting an international reputation and becoming worldwide known.

Their gigs are a dynamic mix of acoustic rhythms, melodic electronics and lyrics sung in French. Helped by a friend percussionist, Geoffroy D imposes his voice upon the musical background, offering a perfect synthesis of martial industrial and pop music.

thus we invite you to this unique event on Saturday, April 21st 2007, as DERNIERE VOLONTE  will play live « Obéir et Mourir » for the first and last time.

For this event, the band will rework the original arrangements adding some vocal parts- as well as some singings- playing the electronics “live” along with several synthesizers associated with acoustic percussions delivered “live” too.

(Schouwburg Culturcentrum Luchtbal- Columbiastraat 8- 2030 Antwerpen- Belgium), a nice theatre with plenty of character and of about 400 seats which already hosted such prestigious gigs as CHRIS & COSEY, ZOVIET FRANCE, COIL, PSYCHIC TV, DEATH IN JUNE an more recently CURRENT 93 to name just a few.
